4. Removal of Cap on Services

Effective March 1, 2001, the Planning Council will amend current and future
Service Standard guidelines to remove maximum entitlements (or caps) for all
Ryan White funded services for which there is no existing HRSA guideline, in
accordance with the client’s plan of care. In so doing, the Grantee will commit to
periodic and sustained monitoring of provider agencies to ensure against provider
and/or client abuse. Reports of said monitoring activities will be provided to the
Council on a quarterly basis.
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
