	Welcome, Introductions and Announcements

B   Announcements:  
1. The Council has coordinated with Gilead to host a community forum, HIV and the Latino Community on October 19th, at 6 p.m. The event will be conducted in Spanish.
2. Ronnie Miranda informed that he has been crowned the Grand Duchess of CGNIE.  He also requested the Council consider a presentation on PrEP by Golden Rule Services.
3. Mark Underwood informed that he will be staffing a table for ACC and the Council at the “Take Back the Night” event hosted by the Sacramento Native American Health Center on Saturday, October 8th.

	Agenda and Minutes
	A Adopt Agenda; Motion to approve the agenda was made by Ronnie Miranda with a second by Mireya Herrera and approved unanimously.
B Approve Minutes of April 2016; Motion to approve the Minutes with several corrections was made by Ronnie Miranda with a second by Mireya Herrera. Motion was approved unanimously.

	FY16 Reallocation*
	The Fiscal Agent presented recommendations for the FY16 Reallocation. 

· Two providers are returning funds which total $55,000 to be reallocated to other services. 
· Providers have requested funds totaling $29,911
· Two providers are requesting funds for Medical Case Management totaling $26,073. 

· One provider requested additional funds for Medical Transportation totaling $3,838.

· The difference between the funds being returned ($55,000) for reallocation and requests for additional funding ($29,908) equals $25,092 remaining to be reallocated. 
· For further consideration is an outstanding funding request with the State Office of AIDS for approximately $2.3 million for several services.  Yolo County is in need of $13,000 in additional funding for direct services. In Sacramento, funds have been requested to assist in creating a transportation coordinator at one provider, food vouchers, and additional transportation funding for bus passes. Additionally, funds have been requested to support a wrap-around program which strives to provide transitional housing for homeless HIV+ individuals.  The transitional housing will coordinate mental health, alcohol and drug residential treatment with case management, with the goal of permanent housing upon completion of the program.
The Fiscal Agent initially recommends reallocating $20,092 of the remaining funds to Medical Case Management to alleviate current waiting lists and the remaining $5,000 to Child Care which is over-spending. 
Currently we have a request for additional Transportation funding from Part B. If our request is not approved, then the Fiscal Agent is recommending the balance of available funds, in the amount of $25,092 be reallocated to transportation rather than the initial recommendation to be reallocated to Medical Case Management and Child Care. 
Motion to approve the Fiscal Agent’s recommendation was made by Mireya Herrera with a second by Ronnie Miranda and unanimously approved.

	Technical Assistance
	Mark Underwood advised members that if they are in need of technical assistance that members can reach out to the Chair, Fiscal Agent or Council Staff for assistance.

	Public Comments
	Due to the Ryan White Grant Application being due in October and that the PAC’s next responsibility is FY17 Grant Funding Reduction Scenarios which are not needed until February, the Committee determined it is not necessary to meet until November 14, 2016.
